     3x + y = −1

Solution:

        Changing the equations in form ax+by =c 

2x+y= 2   --((1)

3x+y=-1      ---((2)

Multiply equation (2) by  -1  and adding 

 2x+y =2
-3x –y =1

-------------
 -x +0y =3

x=- 3

Substituting  the value of x in equation (1) we get

2(-3) +y=2
-6 +y =2

y= 8


There fore the solution is  x=-3 and y=8

Checking the answer:

Substituting the value of  x  and y in equation (2) we get
3x+y=-1

3(-3)+8 =-1

-9 +8 =-1

-1=-1

That is true
