Question: What is angular momentum?
Answer: In physics, the angular momentum of an object rotating about some reference point is the measure of the extent to which the object will continue to rotate about that point unless acted upon by an external torque.
Angular momentum is a vector quantity
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In this formula I is the moment of inertia in kgm2, ω is the angular velocity in rad/s, and L is the angular momentum in kgm2/s.

Direction of angular momentum can be found by the right hand rule defined by the following figure.
